Home and School Association Committees

Back to School Kits~ back to school kits are a packet of all the school supplies that a child would need for the start of school based on the grade the child is entering; the chairperson markets, orders and organizes the back to school kits

Book Club: this committee organizes a voluntary book club for each grade 1-5, boys and girls and one combined book club for grades 6, 7, & 8.  The children pick the book and meet on a 4 to 6 week schedule; the parent facilitator helps to run the book club.

Book Fair: this committee organizes a Book Fair once a year, the proceeds go to enhancing the library and the individual classrooms

Campbell Soup Labels: Campbell soup labels are collected for use towards merchandise for the school

Class Captain Per Grade:  coordinates fund raising events in the classroom setting - (Dad’s welcome)

Communication and Marketing: this chairperson helps to market the various H&S events 

Cultural~ two to three times per year, the school puts on a cultural event for either the whole school or specific grades, brochures come to school often so there are many to choose; a chairperson is needed to organize these events.

Field Day: on one of the last days of school, H & S puts on field day for the children; this involves outdoor games and activities, lunch and social time.  Many volunteers needed for the organization and day of 

Fundraising Committee~ as a private, parochial school there is always a need for fundraising activities; a committee is needed to come up with and organize creative fundraising events
Gift Wrapping Fundraiser: once a year the school is involved in a gift wrap sale sponsored by Innsbrook; the chairperson organizes this event.  Many volunteers needed to make this successful. 

Hospitality/Welcome: this committee hosts events that promote companionship among families as well as welcomes new families to the school  

Give Back/Other Labels; Finding Freebies~ Many local businesses will offer give backs, percentages of total spent, etc. to the school (i.e. Bubbles or Hacienda); also Our Family, Box Top for Education.  This person would organize the give backs, market to families, find other freebies and organize labels

Hot Lunch Coordinator: Every Wednesday during the school year the children are offered a hot lunch (usually pizza), the 8th grades class organizes about half of these lunches while the other half is organized the room parent of whichever grades’ turn it is.  The chairperson keeps track of the all the hot lunches ordered (food, drinks, desserts); this person could also be responsible for buying paper plates, napkins and plastic serving gloves.

Library Volunteers: the library is always in needed of volunteers to help when the children go to the library

Market Day: is an organization that families can order a variety of foods from and a percentage of the proceeds are returned to the school.  Many volunteers needed

Newsletter: is sent out once a month that informs families about the events that are happening at school

Room Parent Coordinators: help to direct the events that the 
individual room parents are involved in

Room Parent per Grade: coordinates events that take place in the classroom (i.e. holiday parties, hot lunches, etc.)

Sunshine/Sadshine: this committee sends notes/cards to families that have experienced a happy or sad event in their lives 

Social: throughout the year this committee organizes social events for the school (i.e. Halloween Party).  Many volunteers needed for the various events

Volunteer: this chairperson keeps track of volunteer hours for the families and informs the school when and where people can obtain volunteer hours

Yearbook: this committee takes pictures of all the athletic, academic and miscellaneous events that take place at school as well as organizing the layout, marketing and ordering the yearbook.  Many volunteers needed.
